The roster is made up of veterans and promising new riders: Kathy Sherwin (a frequent
top 10 finisher in national races), Kari Studley (UCI podium place already in ‘09), Devon
Haskell (Division Il collegiate national CX champion), Shannon Gibson (Master's 40-44
National CX champion in 2007), Jen Tilley, Brenna Lopez-Otero, Kelly Chang, Natasha
Perry, Marian Jamison, and Beth Welliver.

Fittingly named for its place in Ellsworth lore, the “Roots” is a racing bike that has been
routinely improved since its 1996 debut. The bike was built with the two specific needs
of a cross racer: drop bar efficiency with off-road stability. The Roots features a
geometrically tuned Rare Earth Carbon rear triangle, comfortable shouldering top tube
ergonomics, and a cyclocross-specific Shaped, Swaged, and Tapered (SST) aluminum
front end.

“They're the most beautiful frames I've seen. | love the detail and have spent a lot of
time staring in wonder at the craftsmanship that went into the carbon rear triangles.
The flat top tube for shouldering is also a very exciting feature for cyclocross,” said racer
